Servant Leadership Weekend (SLW) is a 
Catholic Leadership Camp for high school students that will help teach and empower your student leaders.

Base cost of the weekend is $150 per person for the Early Bird Registration (before September 15th).  
After September 15th the cost will increase to $165 per person.  Each parish will also pay a Church 
Participation Fee of $100; this money does not apply to your final balance, and is due before September 
15th for the Early Bird rate.  After the 15th the Church Participation Fee increases to $125.  
 
Please complete and send the enclosed Church Registration Form, your Church Participation Fee and all 
student registration fees as soon as possible.  Space for SLW 2008 is limited and will be filled on a first-
come-first-served basis.  If you have any questions feel free to contact us at your convenience. 
 
Also, we’re looking for high school seniors or college students to be on the Student Ministries Team 
(SMT).  These young adults should be high-caliber leaders that will be instrumental in planning and 
running this camp.  We only have 22 spaces available for SMT, so please have your eligible students turn 
in their applications by September 15th.  For more information about the Student Ministries Team please 
contact Christy Wirtz, who will be the team’s adult coordinator.   
 
We are so excited to have churches from around the archdiocese come together to build up the Universal 
Church.  Last year’s SLW was extremely successful, and everyone felt it was a fruitful experience.  Please 
be praying for those students that Our Lord will call to become Servant Leaders for Him.
